NOW THEREFORE it is hereby ORDERED that the American Feder-
ation of State, County and Municipal Employees, AFL-CIO, is hereby
certified as the exclusive collective bargaining representative
of all of the cafeteria employees of the School District for the
Town of Barre, Vermont.
